CELEBRATION OF THE ENSUING “DURGA PUJA, ID-UZ-ZOHA & KALIPUJA”, 2014.

The meeting was presided over by Sri P. Mohan Gandhi, I.A.S., District Magistrate,
Birbhum. He initiated discussion by welcoming the officers present in the meeting from different
offices.

At the outset of the meeting,-he stressed upon the importance of such co-ordination
meeting for peaceful celebration and maintenance of Law & Order during the days of festivals.

As regards permission/No Objection Certificates to Puja Committees, District
Magistrate, Birbhum advised that like previous years a single window system should be in a
place at each Sub-Division for giving permission to the Puja Organizers where all the concerned
officials of the respective departments will remain present. He advised the Sub-divisional
Officers to notify the dates for issuance of such permission to the Puja Organizers. In order to
facilitate smooth running of the system and completion of the work he further advised that
necessary particulars of last years’ Pujas need to be handed over to all the concerned departments
well ahead preferably on the very date of meeting so that field level verifications are completed
before the date fixed for issuance of N.O.C.. He also stressed upon the need for obtaining
undertaking from Puja Committees regarding immersion within the stipulated time frame.

In his address, he also pointed out the need for adequate Police arrangements, sensitive

issues of Law & Order problems, repairing of road by the concerned authorities for ensuring
P.T.O.
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smooth flow of traffic and processions, pollution Control measures particularly at the time of
immersion, adequate lighting and other necessary arrangement by the Municipalities at the
immersion points, wearing of badges by the volunteers of Puja Committees, safety measures by
the Fire Brigade, uninterrupted supply of electricity by the West Bengal State Electricity
Distribution Co. Ltd. and all other measures to be undertaken by all the concerned departments.

Chief Medical Officer of Health, Birbhum assured that like previous years all
arrangements including medical kiosks near big Puja Pandals will be set up. He also ensured that
Doctors and Health Staff will remain present in the District, Sub-Divisional Health Centre and
Block Health Centres during the festive days in rotation. A copy of order of the same will be
communicated to the District Authority and Sub-Divisional Officers.

D.S.P. (Head Quarters), Birbhum thereafter expressed his views and suggested actions
on Law & Order problems particularly holding of peace Committee meeting at all the Block
level/Police Stations. He also suggested that in the big Puja Pandals C.C.T.V. and fire
extinguishers should be installed. For maintaining Law & Order at the time of immersion he also
suggested to fix up a particular date for completion of immersion.

Officer-in-Charge, Fire Service informed that a team will be formed to visit the Puja
Pandals. The list of Officials with their contact numbers of the said team will be supplied to all
the concerned departments.

Assistant Engineer, Public Works Department (Roads) assured that repairing of pot
holes in the roads will be undertaken soon by the department and will be completed before
Durga Puja.

The Sub-Divisional Officers of Sadar (Suri), Bolpur and Rampurhat Sub-Division and
all the officials present on behalf of the concerned departments also shared their views and
suggested measures to be undertaken during the festivals.

The following decisions were taken after threadbare discussion: -

01. Organizers of all the Puja Committees must obtain formal permission from respective Sub-
Divisional Officer/Block Development Officer and for that they should submit applications
complete in all respects within a date fixed by the concerned Sub-Divisional Officers.
02. No permission will be issued for holding new pujas as per Government Orders excepting
very selective cases, which may be considered by the District Magistrate after proper
recommendation of the concerned Sub-Divisional Officer.
03. Old Durga Pujas which are continuing without any permission may be regularized after
obtaining No Objection Certificate from the Fire Department, Officer-in-Charge of the Police
Station and other concerned departments.
04. Temporary power connection to puja pandals will be allowed by the W.B.S.E.T.C.L./West
Bengal State Electricity Distribution Co. Ltd. Authorities on submission of application with
proper certificate of licentiate Government Contractors up to a permissible load capacity. Puja
Committee will file application for Electricity connection in the prescribed format well in
advance and to ensure uninterrupted power supply stand-by generators should be arranged by the
Puja Committees.
05. Application for permission with detailed sketch map of pandal, Certificate from Licentiate
Electrician & Decorator with licence number, maximum No. of persons expected to be
assembled in the pandal and proforma application for compliance of all Fire Safety
Recommendations imposed by Directorate of West Bengal Fire Service are to submitted to the
