Sub : Fireworks shops — Grant of temporary Licenses before Diwali —Guidelines fr the
Government of India - time frame to be set for receipt of applications, grant and issue of licenses

thereof — Reg.

The district collector cum magistrates are empowered under Rule-99 read with Rules- 84 &
106 of the Explosives Rules, 2008 for grant of licenses in Form LE-5 for possession and sale of
fireworks from a fireworks shop for a period of 10 financial years or part thereof and 30 days for
temporary fireworks shops.

During the past few years, these temporary licenses are being granted by some District
Magistrates haphazardly for varying periods ranging from 3 to 15 days before Diwali. Also, these
licenses reach the hands of the licensees on the last day of Diwali and in some cases, even after
Diwali. There is no time frame or uniform practice set for receipt of applications, grant of licenses
and issue thereof to licensees. ’

This lack of time frame has been causing various hardships to the fireworks manufacturers,
wholesalers and retailers. The fireworks shops should be able to get their supplies well ahead of
Diwali. The consumers should also have sufficient time to procure their requirement of fireworks
from these shops well in advance of Diwali. But when the temporary licenses are delayed, the
shops are left perplexed and there is a grave uncertainty as to when they will be granted with
licenses. In recent years, the industry has witnessed majority of the stocks sold to temporary
firework shops remaining unsold after Diwali for want of sufficient time to sell, giving raise to
storage problems and safety hazards.

Several representations were made to the Government of India to eliminate unwanted
delay in issuing the licenses and to ensure that such temporary licenses are valid for 30 days. As
this has become the priority for the Government of India to promote the “ease of doing business”,
it readily came forward to solve this problem and had a consultation in this regard with the
fireworks industry. As a result, guidelines were issued through the Union Ministry of Commerce
and Industry, Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion and the Petroleum and Explosives
Safety Organisation (PESO). These guidelines insist on setting a time frame as under:

Receipt of Applications seeking grant of
temporary fireworks licenses in Form LE-5
Period for which temporary licenses are to
be granted for sale of fireworks from shops

At least 60 days before Diwali

For a period of 30 days before Diwali

Sanctioned licenses shall be issued or
intimations sent to licensees well in advance
of the licence period.

Issue of sanctioned licenses / or sending
intimation thereof, to the licensees

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* The above guidelines have been sent by the Government of India to the Chief
Secretaries of all States and Union Territories and copies of the same are enclosed
herewith.

* Also, the Delhi Police have taken the proactive initiative and published in the media
about the time frame that will be followed for application, grant and issue of temporary
licenses for the ensuing Diwali, 2016. A copy of the same is also enclosed herewith.

Hope you will also appreciate the endeavor of the industry, adopt and implement the
initiatives as suggested by the Government of India and make the “ecase of doing business”
really happening in India both in letter and spirit. To accomplish this, it is imperative that a
Press Note or publication in the Media is given by your office at the earliest, informing the
Public about the time frame set for filing applications and grant of temporary licenses.
